Facilities at Roosevelt 
Island Racquet Club

  Now in its eighteenth year of operation, Roosevelt Island 
Racquet Club features 12 Lee “Fast Dri” green clay courts 
under air conditioned and translucent bubbles, a completely 
stocked pro shop, locker room facilities, two social lounges, 
riverview snack bar, and free parking nearby.
  The Roosevelt Island Tram (from 60th St. and 2nd Ave.), stops 
adjacent to the club and the subway (F train) stops one block 
from the club.
  The camp also utilizes an indoor swimming pool and  
various athletic fields, which are a short walk from the club, 
on the beautiful setting of Roosevelt Island.

Gordon Kent
Gordon Kent is the director of the All-City 
Junior Tennis Programs. Gordon will not 
be on site during the summer, but is involved in 
establishing curriculum for the camp, hiring staff, 
and administrating the program.

Carole Wright
Carole Wright is the co-director of the All-City/
Metro Junior Tennis Camp at Roosevelt Island. 
Carole has been running junior tennis programs 
for over 20 years and is one of the best women 
tennis players to come out of New York City. 
She was twice the National Indoor Women’s 
Champion, the Mixed Doubles Indoor Cham-
pion, and the Canadian Women’s Indoor Singles 
Champion. Carole has been directing programs 
at Roosevelt Island since 1993.

Xavier Luna
Xavier Luna is the Founder and Director of 
the Metro Tennis Academy and was the Tennis 
Director at Stadium Racquet Club from 1997 
– 2005. Xavier grew up playing in the Junior 
Programs at Stadium Tennis Center under 
the direction of Gordon Kent and has held 
numerous rankings.  His programs at Stadium 
Racquet Club and Metro Tennis Academy have 
attracted many of the top juniors in the New 
York Metropolitan area. Xavier is the founder 
of the Luna Youth Tennis Foundation, a not-for-
profit organization which helps underprivileged 
inner-city tennis players.

Eric Faro
Eric was a ranked junior player and attended 
Horace Mann School where he played first 
singles for all four years of high school. Eric 
attended Ohio State University where he was 
an integral part of the school’s first Big Ten Tennis 
Championship in over 50 years. Eric has been a 
teaching professional at Stadium Tennis Center, 
Director of Junior Tennis at Stadium Racquet 
Club, and was the Director of Tennis at Central 
Park Tennis. He is currently a Partner/Director 
of Metro Tennis Academy. 

Ajay Kumar
Ajay was a ranked junior player and competed 
extensively in USTA and ITF sanctioned 
tournaments. He attended the Dwight School 
and helped the tennis team win its first National 
Prep School title. Ajay played Division 1 collegiate 
tennis at Manhattan College and graduated with 
a degree in Sports Medicine from the School of 
Education. He was the Program Coordinator and 
Assistant Director at Stadium Racquet Club. He 
is currently a Partner/Director of Metro Tennis 
Academy Indoors and is a Head Coach of the 

Manhattan College Women’s Tennis team.
